University-Vehicle Driver Agreement

I, __________________________________________(driver name), intend to drive a Dakota Wesleyan University owned, rented, or leased vehicle during the 2011-2012 academic year.

I understand that, as the driver of a DWU vehicle, I have serious responsibilities for the safety and well being of myself and my passengers, as well as that of passengers in other vehicles, pedestrians, and property.  To help ensure the safety of all passengers in the vehicle I drive, to be a responsible driver on public roads, and to protect University property:  (initial each of the following)


______ I verify that I am eligible to drive according to the policy on the reverse side of this page.


______I will obey traffic laws, and drive safely and carefully.


______I will not carry unauthorized passengers, such as family members or friends, nor will I allow them to drive the University vehicle for which I am responsible. 


______I will wear my seatbelt, and ensure all passengers wear seatbelts, at all times the vehicle is in motion.


______I will not consume tobacco products, illegal drugs or alcohol while responsible for a University vehicle, or consume prescription or over-the-counter medications that will in any way impair my ability to drive.


______I will ensure that passengers do not consume drugs or alcohol in the vehicle.


______I will not engage in horseplay, or allow vehicle passengers to engage in horseplay, that will in any way endanger us or other traffic.


______I will not pick up hitchhikers. 



______I understand that any parking or moving violations I incur will be my responsibility, not that of the University.


______In case of an accident, I will avoid laying blame or admitting guilt, but will deal with any other parties involved in a polite and business-like manner.


______If a serious accident occurs, I know there is an accident reporting kit in the glove box of DWU vehicles, and will ensure proper authorities (police, highway patrol, etc.) are contacted.  I will not leave the scene of an accident.


______I will report ANY accidents or vehicle damage to Human Resources immediately upon my return.


______I will ensure that the vehicle is as clean upon its return as it was when I got it.


______I understand that if I drive a personal vehicle for university purposes, I assume the responsibility that my insurance will be primary should an accident occur.


______I understand that I have the right to demand that a university vehicle be made available for my use if I am driving for university purposes.

Driving Policy

Students, employees, and others may not drive University vehicles, whether leased,

rented, or owned; if their driving record contains citations for:

· DUI within last 36 months

· License is currently suspended or revoked

· Reckless driving within last 36 months

· Driving with suspended or revoked license within last 36 months

· Fleeing a police officer

· Two or more at-fault accidents

· Failure to stop for a school bus

· Leaving the scene of an accident

· Any combination of two or more of the following citations:

· Two or more speeding tickets

· Racing on a public highway

· Disregarding traffic control

· Careless driving

· Failure to yield right-of-way

· Failure to have vehicle under control

· Improper lane change, backing, or other similar moving violation

· Passing through/around crossing barriers

· Failure to signal

· Failure to pay traffic tickets

· Other

Student, employees, and others may also be denied the right to drive a University vehicle

If they are found to have violated the University Driving Agreement they have signed. 

The University reserves the right to change these requirements at any time, and to deny the right to drive a University vehicle if, in its sole opinion, the driver would represent a risk of injury to persons or property.
