A hallmark of our freshman courses is the Gallup
StrengthsQuest assessment.  This is a tool
designed for college-age students to determine
what their greatest strengths are and use those
strengths in a future career.  In other words, it helps
students learn what they do best, and then build
their lives on those talents.

During the first semester course, students use the
Gallup StrengthsQuest to• discover and develop their greatest talents, and

• use their strengths to improve their grades and
increase their learning.
