Journalism class goes to court

The DavisonCounty Courthouse
Palace, at 200 East 4th Ave.

E

DWU'’s English 211 class toured the
county courthouse on Tuesday, Decem-
ber 2. The students visited with both the
clerk of courts and the register of deeds.

The clerk of courts explained that she
deals with small claims. The maximum
you can sue for in small claims is
$12.,000. None of the clerks are law-
trained, and so they cannot give any
amount of legal advice.

Statewide, clerks of courts use a color-
coded filing system. Public records in
their offices include gold civil records,
blue criminal records, and manila pro-
bate or guardianship records. Private
records include both red juvenile files
and green mental illness files.

Files stay on the floor for about ten
years before they are moved to storage
in the public safety building. Back-
ground checks are done by searching all
of these files, and each check costs fif-
teen dollars.

The clerk of courts also deals with
magistrate tickets. A magistrate ticket
can be anything from a speeding ticket
or seatbelt violation to driving without a
license or underage consumption. Most
magistrate tickets do not require a court
appearance unless you are pleading not
guilty. However if a ticket for driving
with no proof of insurance is issued, ap-

pearance in court is mandatory.

If a person neglects to pay his or her
ticket by the court date listed on the
ticket, then the clerk of courts sends out
a letter giving that person two more
weeks to pay the fine. If the ticket still
hasn’t been paid after the two weeks,
then the clerk has the authority to issue
a bench warrant and that person’s dri-
ver’s license will be pulled.

After explaining the magistrate tickets,
the clerk took the students to view the
courtrooms. The courthouse contains
two: one on 2nd floor and one on 3rd.
The courtroom on 2nd floor is rarely
used anymore, but the one on 3rd floor
is the main courtroom. A third court-
room is housed in the public safety
building.

Magistrate clerks of courts also have to
set bond and give rights to people who
are in jail. The exception is for people
who are locked up for murder or domes-
tic violence. Those people have to get
their rights and have their bond set by a
judge.

The students learned that court ap-
pointed attorneys are not free and that
money has to be paid back to the

county. Felony charges require the ac-
cused person to appear in court for each
hearing. Power of Attorney is only al-
lowed for cases involving misde-
meanors. Davison County sees very few
jury trials.

Students next stepped into the judge’s
outer chambers for a while as the clerk
told how many judges there are. In this

circuit, there are six judges, two magis-
trate judges, and 2 court reporters. A

new court reporter begins every August.

The register of deeds took over the
tour after the judge’s chambers. The
register showed students the different
books used to keep records. They saw
land records and the first book of death
records. The record keeping has had
several changes over the years. At first,

everything had to written out. Then
everything was transferred into typed
pages and microfilm. Currently the reg-
ister of deeds is in the process of chang-
ing everything to digital records, but
will still have everything backed up on
microfilm.

The register of deeds keeps land
records, vital records, lien filings, mili-
tary discharge records, and business

name filings. Another resource from the
register of deeds is passports.

Most of the records in the resister of
deeds office are considered public
record. Birth and death records as well
as marriage records are not considered
public information. Though the press
has the right to get lists of marriage li-
censes issued, they cannot ask for one
specifically.
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Mitch Gray’s game-by-game chronicle of the Tigers’ 2008 football season

The Tigers 2008 football season
started off with no respect from anyone
and a quiet swagger from the DWU
football team. They knew in their
minds, but everyone else thought they
would be the same old Tigers who
might put up a fight, or they might let
you run the score up on them. This year
was different; the Tigers moved to the
top portion the Great Plains Athletic
Conference (GPAC) and flirted with top
25 rankings all year. Their last winning
season before 2008 was in 1993 under
Coach Joe Kramer when the team fin-
ished 7-3.

Returning players knew what this year
was going to be about, making a state-
ment. They only lost two starters from

the previous year and everyone was a
year older, stronger, and smarter. “I
knew we would have a good team, we
have a lot of returning experience and
also knew we would win a lot more
games than last year,” said outside line-
backer Ryan Wagner. Depth and experi-
ence can only be an advantage and the
team knew that. They had a point to
prove and being beaten this year was
not an option.

Last year they were young and small,
this year they came in bigger and
stronger and the only people who knew
that was themselves. They had a hunger
this year which would not allow them to
get beat on again. And finishing last
season with a three game-winning
streak, the Tigers came in with confi-

dence. “We were pre-ranked 8th in the
GPAC and I knew we would be better
than that,” said defensive end Devin Na-
gata.

Coach Brad Pole got a few gifts as
well this summer, getting the local
standout from Hanson Jim Williams in
the DWU uniform, as well as running
back Justin Guzman. Both are big pun-
ishing backs who compliment sopho-
more running back Raymond “Boogie”
Blossom, who is quick and jolty when
he has the ball.

DWU came out to a slow start this
year facing Morningside College, the
team suffered a loss on opening day but
there were many bright spots for the
Tigers in the week one 31-7 loss. The
defense had returned to its stingy self;

not allowing the offense much. Another
bright spot was found. The Tigers had a
little run game that they didn’t see much
of the previous year. The Tigers fin-
ished with 173 rushing yards and the
game’s only touchdown by the Boogie
Blossom. Defense for the Tigers was
solid in that game, holding Morningside
to 96 yards rushing on 25 carries. The
secondary for the Tigers was a little
more generous, giving up 286 yards
through the air. Although DWU estab-
lished a running game and a rushing de-
fense, passing was a problem on both
sides of the ball and there was still work

to be done.

Week two soon arrived and the Tigers
made their home debut as they took on
Nebraska Wesleyan. DWU was ready
for the home showing, and made a state-
ment winning the game 27-7. The
Tigers rushed the ball for 97 yards and
one touchdown by Jim Williams. Ser-
gio Leon and Bubba Slaba both caught
their first touchdowns of the year from
junior quarterback Jon Doom. Senior
Eric Adolph intercepted a NWU pass
and brought it back for a touchdown to
seal the win for the Tigers. The defense
held strong and the score showed it. The
Tigers intercepted three passes and held
the NWU passing game to a small 110
yards which was bigger than DWU’s 97
yards.

The ground attack was the weapon of
choice for the Tigers in week three,
racking up 288 yards and three touch-
downs. DWU rolled to an easy win
against Dana College and the defense
again showed their muscle. They held
Dana to 300 total yards, only 70 on the
ground. DWU finished the beat-down
of Dana at a tune of 41-7 in an away
road win which was a huge game, put-
ting the Tigers at 2-1 on the year and the
received national attention in the NAIA
standings.

Heartbreak in Mitchell was the story of
week four. The Tigers led the game late
in the fourth quarter, when the defense
gave up a touchdown to let Hastings
College tie the score and put the game
into the Tigers first overtime game of
the year. Each team scored once in the
first overtime to put the game into a sec-
ond overtime. Hastings came out and
scored in the second overtime, but
DWU had an answer and scored right
back, putting a decision on coach Brad
Pole’s shoulders. Kick the conventional
extra point or go for the win and get the
two-point conversion. Coach Pole de-
cided it was time to put an end to the
game and went for two. The call was to
give the ball to running back Justin
Guzman who had a huge day on the
ground going for 96 yards and two
touchdowns. Hastings stuffed the inside
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run and beat the Tigers in a heart-
breaker, putting their record at 2-2.

During week five, DWU got back to
their winning ways with a 19-14 point
road win against Midland Lutheran, on
the road. The Tigers ate up the passing
game, allowing Midland Lutheran 41
passing yards and a generous 169 on the
ground. The defense did score the first
points of the game when linebacker
Dane Carlson scooped up a fumble and
ran it in for a touchdown. The Tigers
had another good rushing day as they
totaled 164 on the ground and balanced
that out with 142 yards passing. DWU
sat at 3-2 after week five and again
flirted with top 25 rankings.

Blue and White days was the story of
week six as the Tigers faced Doane Col-
lege as part of the homecoming festivi-
ties. After a lengthy weather delay,
Dakota Wesleyan was ready to play.
The Tigers were successful in the defen-
sive struggle, winning the game 14-7.
Although the Tigers had a pretty good
day offensively, they couldn’t put points
on the board. DWU’s Jon Doom threw
for 215 yards and a touchdown, and the
running game was on again as the
Tigers tallied 172 yards. The defense
was outstanding in this game, holding
the passing game on Doane to 152 yards
and the running game to 131. With the
win, the Tigers advanced to 4-2 and re-
ceived national votes again.

Week seven approached quickly after
the big Blue and White Days win. The
Tigers travelled to face Briar Cliff Uni-
versity. The Tigers rolled to an easy
win with a score of 41-7, advancing
their record to 5-2, and making it at
least a .500 season, even if the Tigers
couldn’t win again. The Tigers ran for
110 yards and threw for 331 yards in the
huge win. At 5-2, the Tigers received
many national votes and with one more
they would have been number 25 in na-
tion. A top 25 ranking heading into
week eight against the USF Cougars,
who were nationally ranked at number
two in the nation, would have added
extra fire to an already hot rivalry.

The anticipated game came knocking
in no time flat, and the Cougars rolled
onto Joe Quintal Field. The Tigers came
in with more confidence than ever and
the Cougars didn’t let that confidence
carry too far. The Cougars finished
DWU'’s winning streak, beating the
Tigers 38-0. DWU was held to 37 rush-
ing yards and 68 passing yards in their
worst showing of the year. The defense
played hard and pretty well for the posi-
tion the offense put them in all day. The
Cougars scored 21 points off turnovers
and the ball always seemed to be on the
DWU'’s half of the field when the de-
fense came out. The highlight of the
day was probably Derek Washington’s
massive hit on USF’s running back on a
reverse play blown up by the safety.
The play was a reverse play that had al-
most all of the Dakota Wesleyan players
chasing the man without the ball.
Everyone except Washington bit on this
play and you could hear the smack from
the massive hit. The Tigers fell to 5-3
with the loss.

After a well-rested bye week, DWU
had their hands full against number 12
in the nation, Northwestern College, in
a tough road game. DWU came out fir-
ing right away with Jon Doom finding
Bubba Slaba for a 62 yard touchdown
strike within the opening minutes.
Northwestern didn’t plan on laying
down to the Tigers, who constructed a
drive of their own that went nine plays
for 71 yards, capped off by a touchdown
from Matt Roesner for Northwestern,
putting the game at a 7 to 6 lead after a
missed extra point try. DWU never
looked back after that point, as the pun-
ishing Tigers defense cut off any hope
for Northwestern. Sergio Leon knocked
home a field goal try and defensive stud
Daniel Wysong returned an interception
10 yards for a touchdown, ending the
game and sealing the huge DWU win
and putting the Tigers at 6-3. This win
bumped them up to 25th in the nation in
the official NAIA polls and so the
Tigers were ranked after flirting with
busting in the rankings for most of the

season.

To round out the Tigers schedule, the
Dordt Defenders traveled to Mitchell for
the season finale. Several speculations
floated around before the season finale
about the chances for a Tigers playoff
berth. The chances were slim, but if
DWU could somehow move their 25th
ranking in the nation to number 20, they
would earn their first playoff berth in
years. After looking farther into it, the
chances were slim this could happen,
but it was certainly a possibility and the
Tigers took full advantage in the last
game of the year.

The game quickly approached and the
first year Dordt Defenders didn’t know
what they were in for. The 2008 season
marked Dordt’s first ever varsity year of
NAIA football and their record showed
it, only winning one game. DWU came
out hungry and Dordt realized fast that
this time DWU very well could be a
playoff team. DWU ran the score up
right away. Players scoring touchdowns
for the Tigers were Blossom, Leon,
Williams, Swartz, Slaba, Williams
again, Guzman, Wysong, and McGuire.
The score ended up to 64 to 7 to end the
historic season.

Dakota Wesleyan'’s football program
really turned around this year, and the
team was a single game out of the play-
offs. The upcoming season should re-
turn much talent to the field, although
they are losing some big players, espe-
cially on defense. Players such as
Daniel Wysong who was a standout
middle linebacker to graduation, some
starting cornerbacks, an outside line-
backer and the starting safety. Wesleyan
will also lose some linemen to gradua-
tion. Other than that the nucleus is back
from last season and with a good re-
cruiting class and some underclassmen
stepping up, 2009 should be another
promising year for the Tigers!

The University of Wisconsin offered
a DWU professor of oratory a posi-
tion, but he turned it down. DWU’s
department was so strong, notes the
writer, it “has created an atmosphere
in which men fight. This has gotten
us prestige and a name that attracts
men with iron in their blood and am-
bition in their make-up.”

The all-student production of
“Endgame” by Samuel Beckett played
to a packed house when it opened on
Thursday, December 4. The house was
packed because there were only 50
seats available for the audience.

Once at the Patton-Wing Theatre,
this reviewer was greeted by a sign that
declared in order to attend he needed
$1. The play was worth every cent, as
the entertainment started right away.

The ushers were dressed as soldiers.
They had to first check each of the au-
dience members for radiation and then
allowed them proceed to the stage area
where the audience was seated on fold

While researching the meanings of
colors for my Interpersonal Communi-
cation class, I found a list for all the
awareness ribbons. Man, there are a lot
of them. And most of them are for sev-
eral causes, plus some overlap.

The red ribbon is a symbol for both
drug prevention and for the fight against
AIDS.

The orange is for addiction recovery,
the freedom to own guns, hunger aware-
ness, lupus, racial tolerance/cultural di-
versity, a leukemia cure, feral cats,
motorcyclist safety, Multiple Sclerosis,
melanoma, Agent Orange exposure,
World Harmony Day, support for the
ACLU and San Francisco Bay Area ac-
tivist group to close Guantdnamo Cam-
paign, a kidney cancer cure, to support
the New Democratic Party candidate
Nicolas R. Thibodeau, a symbol of the
Ukrainian Orange Revolution of 2004,
and to indicate opposition to the Israel
"disengagement" plan of 2004

A reflective orange is used by the
American Road & Transportation
Builders Association Transportation De-
velopment Foundation to promote work
zone safety and to honor roadway con-
struction workers who have died at
work.

Throughout history, yellow has been
used for a symbol of support for a
cause, or as the sign to a released con-
vict that his/her lover still wanted

him/her to return home (hence the song
“Tie a Yellow Ribbon 'Round the Old
Oak Tree.” Perhaps inspired by the
song, in Singapore, the government has
initiated an annual Yellow Ribbon cam-
paign to promote giving ex-convicts a
second chance in society.

People put a yellow magnetized ribbon
on the outside of cars to support all the
soldiers in Iraq. Also, in the northern
province of Israel, they tied them to
their left side mirrors. They are a sym-
bol to the Israelis’ hope and enthusiasm
to free the Israeli soldier Gilad Shalit
imprisoned in Gaza strip by Hamas. In
Malaysia, this yellow ribbon is used as a
symbol of "Press Freedom."

Gold is for childhood cancer aware-
ness.

The green ribbon is for environmental
justice, cannabis legalization or for
medical marijuana, support of farm
families, bipolar disorder, hemochro-
matosis, celiac disease, lyme disease,
lymphoma, cerebral palsy, organ dona-
tion and organ transplant, HIV/AIDS
testing, the genocide in Darfur, Sudan,
the earthquake in China in May 2008,
support for Muslim communities, sup-
port for peace in Colombia, to protest
the events surrounding the Jena Six,
support for finding missing children,
and support of music education.

A slightly modified green symbolizes
solidarity in Chechnya.

A light green ribbon is used to support
a foundation for impoverished orphans
and street kids of former communist
countries.

Teal is for ovarian cancer and sexual
assault.

The Jade Ribbon Campaign (JRC) was
launched by the Asian Liver Center
(ALC) at Stanford University in May

2001 during Asian Pacific American
Heritage Month to help spread aware-
ness internationally about hepatitis B
(HBV) and liver cancer in Asian and Pa-
cific Islander communities. Folded like
the Chinese character “[] ” (ren) mean-
ing "person" or "people," the Jade Rib-
bon symbolizes the spirit of the
campaign in bringing the Asian and
global community together to combat
this silent epidemic.

A blue ribbon is used for anti-smoking
campaigns; child abuse prevention; pro-
tection of free speech on the Internet;
opposing the terrorism of Euskadi Ta
Askatasuna (ETA) which is Basque for
"Basque Homeland and Freedom," in
Ukraine; solidarity with Viktor
Yanukovych's opposition; support for
the Israel unilateral disengagement plan
of 2004; against abduction by North
Korea; and remembrance of fallen po-
lice officers. Blue is also used to support
research towards cures for prostate can-
cer, Chron's Disease, colitis, colon can-
cer and associated gastric diseases.

In the US town of Enterprise, AL on
March 1st, 2007 a tornado destroyed
Enterprise High School and part of the
city, killing 8 students and 1 Enterprise
resident. A blue ribbon and white ribbon
(the schools colors) are used to com-
memorate the loss of life that day.

Indigo is for targeted individuals.

Periwinkle is for pulmonary hyperten-
sion awareness, eating disorder aware-
ness and stomach cancer.

Violet is for Hodgkin's lymphoma.

Purple is for Alzheimer's Disease, cys-
tic fibrosis, epilepsy, Huntington's dis-
ease, lupus, fibromyalgia, autism,
animal abuse, Arnold-Chiari Malforma-
tion, eating disorders, gastrointestinal
cancers, is worn by pagans on Pagan
Pride Day to show their pride, ulcerative
colitis, Chron's Disease, pancreatic can-
cer, domestic violence and cancer sur-
vival. Also, it is worn by trade union
members on Workers' Memorial Day to
commemorate workers killed, disabled,
injured or made unwell by their work.

The pink ribbon is an international
symbol of breast cancer awareness.
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The pink and blue ribbon is a symbol
for promoting several different causes:
Pregnancy and Infant Loss Remem-
brance Day, genital integrity, testicular
cancer awareness and Pro-life views or
opposition to intact dilation and extrac-
tion.

Pale Brown is for end to chain emails.

Cloud is for congenital diaphragmatic
hernia (congenital birth defects).

Silver is for brain disorders. In Aus-
tralia, it is for ovarian cancer.

Black ribbon is for the death of
Princess Diana, the death of Heath
Ledger, the death of Dimebag Darrell,
for free speech campaigns, a cure for
melanoma, the deaths in and destruction
of New Orleans, for the Madrid attacks,
for the London bombings and the earth-
quake in Peru.

White is for Multiple Hereditary Exos-
toses, anti-violence against women,
feminism, the Quebec peace movement,
support for self-harmers and in Belgium
it is a pro-capital punishment symbol.

A combination of white and orange
represent self-harmers who are trying to
quit or have succeeded in doing so al-
ready.

The Puzzle Ribbon is for autism and
related pervasive developmental disor-
ders. The design of the ribbon itself re-
sembles a jigsaw puzzle in which no
two adjoining pieces are of identical
colors.

I also found the word “Slacktivism”
(slactivism) which is a blending of the
words “slacker” and “activism.” A per-
son that engages in it is called a slack-
tivist.

But I wouldn’t call someone a slack-
tivist because it’s a derogatory term that
describes a person taking feel-good
measures in support of an issue or cause
that has little or no practical effect.
These avoided measures would be
something like signing internet peti-
tions, wearing of awareness bracelets or
awareness ribbon, putting a ribbon mag-
net on a vehicle, joining a Facebook
group, posting issue-oriented YouTube
videos or taking part in short-term boy-
cotts.

Richardson displayed a slapstick ability
that was reminiscent of Laurel and
Hardy. At times, Clov’s split personality
appeared as she fought to hold in her
pain as the long-suffering servant of
Hamm, played by Joe Schoenfelder.
Clov keeps talking of leaving Hamm,
who is a demanding master and unable
to see, walk, or stand. Clov is unable to
sit, possibly because of the constant
work completed on Hamm’s behalf.
Even though one may think Clov’s

goal is to get away from Hamm and stay
away, it is obvious that, in a way only a
true absurdist like Beckett could articu-
late, Clov and Hamm need each other.
Hamm needs to be taken care of and
Clov needs to take care of Hamm. This
is where Richardson’s best physical
comedy comes in. Since Hamm is un-
able to move, Clov must move him: first
a little left, then right, forward, then
back. It is funny stuff indeed!

Both of the best moments in the show
involve Clov. In one, Clov takes the
yarn and contemplates strangling

Hamm. While not exactly funny, it illus-
trates not only frustration, but also the
realization that taking care of Hamm is
the only thing in life that gives Clov a
purpose for living. The dilemma is dealt
with quickly.

The funniest scene takes place when
Christopher Ferera, Nell, asks the time-
less question, “Where’s me sugarplum?”’
until Clove has to tell him there is no
sugarplum. While accents usually take
away from the performance, Ferera’s
Irish brogue only added to the hilarity. It
is this reviewer’s hope that this small
part is just the beginning for this actor.
Ferera admitted he has not been on
stage since the 7th grade until the
“Endgame” premiere.

One audience member told me that
she was hoping for a more interactive
show after being checked for radiation
before curtain. As for me, I applaud the
effort behind this show. It was different
but good. The dollar I spent to get in
was well worth it!
